We are a Lighthouse
Matthew 5:14-16.  “You are the light of the world. A city that is set on a hill cannot be hidden. 15 Nor do they light a lamp and put it under a basket, but on a lampstand, and it gives light to all who are in the house. 16 Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father in heaven.
A lighthouse is a tower, building or other type of structure designed to emit light from a system of lamps and lenses and used as an aid to navigation for maritime pilots at sea or on inland waterways.  
Lighthouses mark important or dangerous coastlines, hazardous shoals, reefs, safe entries to harbours, and can also assist in aerial navigation. 

The two main purposes of a lighthouse are to serve as a navigational aid and to warn boats of dangerous areas. It is like a traffic sign on the sea. 
Before the development of clearly defined ports, mariners were guided by fires built on hilltops. Since raising the fire would improve the visibility, placing the fire on a platform became a practice that led to the development of the lighthouse.
The Statue of Liberty [in New York] no longer functions as a lighthouse. However, she was a beacon of light from 1886 to 1902. It was the first lighthouse to use electricity. The beam was visible for 24 miles out from New York Harbour.
There is also another method of notifying the mariner - using sound. It is called a foghorn. New England is an area that has a lot of fog. This means that fog warning devices were needed. Because of this, the New England lighthouses were built to guide ships through the fog.
